Brief biography of new Chairperson and ten new members of Women’s Commission:

Ms Sophia KAO Ching-chi (高靜芝女士), J.P. has been an active member of the Women’s Commission (WoC) since 2001.  She is the Convenor of the WoC Steering Committee on Capacity Building Mileage Programme which encourages women of different strata to pursue continuous learning and personal development, and the Convenor of the Programme Committee of the “Mainland and Hong Kong Joint Events in Celebration of Beijing + 10” held in April 2005 which brought together some 200 women representatives from Hong Kong and the Mainland to exchange views on various women issues. Ms FONG Man-ying (方旻煐女士) is the Director of the Hong Kong Federation of Women’s Centres.  She is a social worker by profession and has served in many different social service agencies and non-governmental organizations during which she gained wide exposure to different services areas.
