Gist of the Document

In view of the enthusiasm and aspiration of various sectors in Hong Kong to be an active participant in the Beijing Olympics, the Government of Hong Kong Special Administrative Region (HKSARG) has been entrusted by the Beijing Organizing Committee for the Games of the XXIX Olympiad (BOCOG) to hold the equestrian events for the 29th Olympic Games and the 13th Paralympic Games.

To ensure the success of the 2008 Olympic and Paralympic Equestrian Events (the Events), BOCOG and HKSARG signed a document on the overall arrangements for the Events. The document serves as a master plan for the Events. The gist of the document is as follows:
BOCOG and the HKSARG will, under the fundamental principle of “One Country, Two Systems”, actively support the Olympic Equestrian Events, organise the events in accordance with the laws of the HKSAR. The Events shall bring into full play the strengths and initiative of various sectors of the Hong Kong community, and facilitate the overall development of the Hong Kong economy, society and environment.

BOCOG shall consider and finalize the competition plan of Olympic and Paralympic Equestrian Events, as well as direct and coordinate the organization of the events, in accordance with the requirements of the International Olympic Committee (IOC) and the Federation Equestre Internationale (FEI).

HKSARG has set up the Equestrian Committee (Hong Kong) of the Beijing Organizing Committee for the Games of the XXIX Olympiad (Equestrian Committee) and is responsible for making policy decisions and give directions for the organization and staging of the Events in Hong Kong. An executive arm – the Equestrian Events (Hong Kong) of the XXIX Olympiad Company Limited (Equestrian Company) – has been established to handle the day-to-day organizational work of the Events. 


According to the document, the Equestrian Committee will provide various support including the provision of security, reception to the Olympic family, sponsors, the press, and spectators, accreditation, accommodation, transport services, technical and communication support, as well as to put in place an equine quarantine protocol, to coordinate matters in relations to venue management, anti-doping, environmental conservation and the protection of the Olympic-related intellectual property rights. Meanwhile, the Equestrian Committee will work in close coordination with the BOCOG on the promotion of the Events and organize cultural activities, and handle media arrangements.

BOCOG and HKSARG will continue the negotiation on the refinement of the document in the future, in order to make the Events one of the highlights of the 2008 Olympic Games.
