Eligibility Requirements

· Applicants for the greenfield site in Tuen Mun accommodating also  hostel facilities should preferably have local or overseas experience in operating international schools with hostel facilities.
· Applicants for vacant school premises should preferably be existing international school operators in Hong Kong as they (as opposed to new operators) would have a more immediate need for reprovisioning and expanding their existing schools in the short term. 



	Student Mix 
	At least 50% of the school places should be allocated to the target group(s) of students that the school has publicly stated it will serve. Generally, we expect international schools to serve children of overseas families relocating to Hong Kong for work and non-local students. 


Note 1: Parties responding to the EoI exercise should note that in line with the Education Bureau’s established policy for allocation of premises for education purposes, the successful bidder should be a charitable institution or trust of a public character exempted from tax under Section 88 of the Inland Revenue Ordinance, and is:

(a)
incorporated under the Companies Ordinance, with its memorandum and articles of association containing all the standard clauses and articles required for allocation of a school; or

(b) incorporated under other ordinances, with its constitution satisfying the Permanent Secretary for Education as being fit to be considered for allocation of the premises.

The above status needs not be confirmed for the purpose of the EoI exercise.  When submitting detailed proposals at a later stage, the applicant body should provide documentary proof showing that it has fulfilled the above requirements or has at least applied with relevant government departments for acquiring the necessary status as a non-profit-making and properly incorporated body.

Note 2: 
If parties are interested in individual vacant premises only if the premises are demolished and redeveloped in part or in full, with or without capital assistance from the Government, this should be specified in the reply form for the EoI exercise.
