
Introduction to Priority Themes for Quality Education Fund Application 
(with effect from April 16, 2008)
Teaching and Learning
(1)
Effective Learning*

Projects under this theme should aim at enhancing the quality of learning and teaching with a view to catering for learners’ diversities and stretching students’ potential.
(2)
Support for the New Senior Secondary Education Reform
Projects under this theme should aim at helping schools, teachers, and students to meet the challenges and cope with the changes brought about by the development and implementation of the New Senior Secondary curriculum.

Moral and Civic Education

Projects under this theme should aim at strengthening the formal and informal curricula of moral and civic education and reinforcing the importance of moral and civic education.
(4)
National Education*
Projects under this theme should aim at enhancing our young people's awareness and understanding of our country's development, the land and the people, the history and the culture and to foster among young people a sense of affinity with our motherland and heighten their sense of national pride and identity.
(5)
Creative Arts Education*
Projects under this theme should aim at enhancing learning and teaching of the arts for developing students’ creativity, critical thinking skills, and arts appreciating and arts making / presenting abilities.
Support for Students and School Ethos
(6)
Healthy Campus*
Projects under this theme should aim at raising students’ level of self-regulation for leading an active and healthy lifestyle. This refers to a way of living based on regular physical activity and a cluster of related healthy behaviour which leads to health, vigour, vitality, self-respect and the control of one’s destiny.

Supporting Youth Development*
Projects under this theme should aim at promoting concerted efforts to support youth development, particularly those disadvantaged, by the education sector as well as other sectors in society, such as, the welfare sector and the commercial sector.

Care for Pre-primary Children
Projects under this theme should aim to facilitate the personal growth and all-round development of pre-primary children and to enhance parents’ knowledge and skills in educating their children.

Wellness Programmes for Teachers
Projects under this theme should aim to help schools to promote a whole-school approach to teachers’ wellness and help teachers lead a healthy life style, both physically and mentally, with a view to enhancing teaching effectiveness.

Management and Organization

Review of School Administrative Work
Projects under this theme aim at helping schools to review the administrative work in respect of organization, staff deployment, workflow, procedures, etc. and to develop a streamlined system of administration.

Use of New Technology for School Administrative Work
Projects under this theme should aim at improving efficiency and reducing the administrative burden of teachers by upgrading the IT facilities and adopting new technology for school administrative work, such as the use of a smart card system for more efficient fee collection, student attendance and access control.
Apart from the above priority themes, applicants can apply to undertake innovative projects that meet the needs of schools. Detailed elaborations on the specific needs of the schools or the education sector and how they will benefit should be provided.
