Major traffic and transport arrangements for Paralympic Equestrian Events

     The major traffic and transport arrangements will be and continue to be implemented in Sha Tin and Tsim Sha Tsui districts during the Paralympic Equestrian Events period are summarised as follows:

  Sha Tin
· From September 6 to 11, 2008, a section of Yuen Wo Road outside the venue will be designated as a 24-hour prohibited zone.

· On the event days, the footbridges and cycle tracks near the venue will be closed from 2 hours before to 1 hour after the event. 

· From July 24 to September 14, 2008, the slow lane of Pak Hok Ting Street outside Royal Park Hotel and Yi Ching Lane are designated as prohibited zones 24 hours daily. At the same time, the pavement at Pak Hok Ting Street outside Royal Park Hotel is closed. 

· During the same period from July 24 to September 14, the bus and GMB stops at Pak Hok Ting Street outside Royal Park Hotel are suspended while the taxi stand at Yi Ching Lane outside Royal Park Hotel is also suspended.

· Temporary bus and GMB stops are provided at Pak Hok Ting Street outside Sha Tin Park for some of the affected bus / GMB routes.  Other affected bus/GMB routes are to call at existing bus/GMB stops.  Taxi passengers can make use of existing taxi stands at New Town Plaza Phases I or III.   

· The parking spaces adjacent to Ma Liu Shui Public Transport Interchange and at Yuen Wo Road outside Sha Tin Fire Station will be suspended between September 6 and 11, 2008.
Tsim Sha Tsui 

· From August 5 to September 12, 2008, part of the lay-by on Mody Road outside Shangri-La Hotel in Tsim Sha Tsui is designated as a 24-hour restricted zone to facilitate the operation of shuttle buses for the event guests to travel between the Airport, venue and Olympic Village / Paralympic Village.

· During the above period, goods vehicles/private cars can still use the rest of the lay-by for loading/ unloading activities.
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
