In addition, the Temporary Post Office datestamp will be used to provide hand-back datestamping service to official and privately made covers bearing the first day of issue indication with a local address on 14 and 16 May 2009.  
Moreover, the cachet for “HONG KONG 2009” and the cachet for the 10th Inter-school stamp exhibits competition will be available at the venue throughout the Exhibition period from 14 to 17 May 2009.
