V. of the Netherlands, showcasing the splendour of Stonecutters Bridge from different angles – an upward view of lofty girders and the tower ($1.40); a long shot illustrating architectural ingenuity of the magnificent structure ($2.40); a perspective from sea level of activities at the container port underneath ($3); and a bird’s eye view of the tower demonstrating the beauty of stay cables unfolding fanlike along its length ($5).  There is also a souvenir pack containing one souvenir sheet and a stainless steel ruler depicting a sketch of the bridge similar to the stamps.
