Central Post Office from the same day. Advance orders for servicing self-provided covers will

All philatelic offices will also provide 

hand-back date-stamping service using the “Philatelic Bureau” pictorial postmark and the 

philatelic office pictorial postmark concurrently. The GPO-1 date-stamp will only be available 

at the General Post Office.
